
Home-School Agreement 
 

 
The pupil  - I will :  

 attend school regularly, on time and with the correct equipment  
 always wear full school uniform  
 let my teacher know if I have any worries either about myself or about others  
 do all my classwork and homework as well as I can and hand it in on time  
 behave in a way that enables others in the school to work and play without interference 

or harm  
 behave with courtesy and respect to the staff at the school  
 respect the school environment and keep it free from litter  
 make full use of the opportunities provided at school  
 protect the good name of Moulton School by behaving well on activities outside school, 

and while travelling to or from school by bus or on foot 

The parents/guardians - Helping to support the school’s aims, I/we will: 

 see that my/our child attends school regularly, on time, in full uniform and properly 
equipped  

 telephone before 9.00 am on the first day of absence to notify the school if my/our child is 
ill or cannot attend and send a letter on my child’s return  

 avoid, wherever possible, making medical appointments or taking holidays in school time  
 let the school know of any concerns or problems that might affect my/our child’s work or 

behaviour  
 take an interest in my/our child’s work and make sure his/her homework is done  
 support the school’s Behaviour for Learning Policy and its sanctions  
 encourage my/our child to always do his/her best and to make the fullest possible use of 

the range of opportunities available to him/her 

Moulton School - We, as individual staff and as a whole school, will: 

 always inform you at an early stage of any concerns (eg attendance, work, behaviour) we 
may have so that we can work together to find a solution;  

 listen and respond quickly to any concerns you or your child alert us to;  
 provide a safe, well ordered and caring environment;  
 provide an education that will give your child the opportunity to succeed in national 

examinations and to reach his/her full potential;  
 set suitable classwork and homework and mark it regularly, giving appropriate feedback;  
 encourage at all times high standards of behaviour, based on respect for others;  
 encourage participation in a wide range of activities to help produce a more rounded 

individual;  
 when contacted by parents, normally respond within five school days. 

All students of Moulton School are required to submit a copy of the Home School 
Agreement signed by themselves and their parents/guardians, on joining the school.
